About the San Juan County Land Bank

In 1990, San Juan County voters approved funding for the San Juan County Land Bank through a one percent real estate transfer tax.  This tax is paid by purchasers of property in the County.  Land Bank funds are set aside expressly for the purpose of preserving the scenic and natural heritage of the San Juan Islands.  Through conservation easements or outright purchases, the Land Bank protects special properties in the County.  These may be shorelines, wildlife habitat, woodlands, wetlands, homesteads, or farmland. The Land Bank has protected  nearly 5,000 acres of important conservation lands throughout the San Juan Islands.  Conservation lands open for public enjoyment include the Westside Scenic Corridor and Deadman Bay on San Juan Island;  the trio of Preserves bordering Fisherman Bay on Lopez, Weeks Wetland, The Tombolo and The Spit, Crescent Beach Preserve, and Turtleback Mountain on Orcas Island.  
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
